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Nuts & Boltsof Voter Registration in OH

Did you know that as many as 50 million citizensin the United States are eligible to
vote but have not taken the time to register? Registering to vote in Ohio is your
first step toward having your voice heard by your elected officials.

1. Qualificationsto Register & to Votein Ohio

To qualify to register to vote in Ohio, you must:
1) BeaU.S. citizen;

2) Beat least 18 years old on the date of the next general election;

3) Have been aresident of the county and precinct in which you intend
to vote for 30 days, and

4) Not be otherwise disqualified to vote. Noted grounds for
disqualification include incarceration, declaration of incompetence,
and prior election law violations.

2. How to Register to Vote

To register to vote in Ohio, you must fill out and return avoter registration form.
Y ou may request the form:

In-person: Forms are available to be filled out and submitted at public libraries,
motor vehicle bureaus, city halls and many states agencies. These agencies will
send your form to your county Board of Elections.

By mail: Ask you county Board of Elections (see Section VI for directory) to
mail avoter registration form to you.

If your voter registration application is approved, your county Board of Elections
must register you to vote within 20 business days after receiving your application.
Y ou will then receive a notice telling you your voting precinct, polling location and
the identification requirements for voting. Y ou do not need to bring this card with
you to the polls.

3. Important Registration Deadlines

Type of Election Date of Election Registration Deadline
Genera Primary* March 4, 2008 February 4, 2008
Genera Election November 4, 2008 October 6, 2008




An Open Primary - with a Twist!
* Please note that although Ohio has an open primary that allows any
registered voter to vote in any party primary, you will be required to
state your party affiliation when it comes time to cast your vote.

Here's how it works: Once you're at the polls, a poll worker will ask you if you
want a Democrat or Republican ballot. The poll worker will then check if your
answer matches with the list reflecting which party primary you voted in last time.
If it is not the same party as you are asking to vote in thistime, you will need to
sign aform that confirms the change in your political party affiliation. Y ou will
then be associated with that party unless and until you switch your affiliation at the
next election.

4. Registration & Voting I dentification Requirements

Y ou are not required to provide a copy of a photo ID when registering to votein
Ohio.

Registering in Person

Y ou may provide you current driver’s license number or the last four digits of your
Social Security number on the registration form. If you do not have adriver's
license or a socia security number, just write “none” in the space for the ID number
on the application; the state will assign you an identification number for voter
registration purposes.

Please remember- you do not need to physically present your 1D at the
time of registering; you just need to list the above numbers on your
registration form.

Registering by Mail

If you are registering by mail and don’'t have adriver’s license number or a Socia
Security number, enclose a copy of one of the following that has your name and
address. Current valid photo identification card (Ohio driver’slicense, state ID,
government D), military identification, current (within one year) utility bill, bank
statement, paycheck, or government check.



5. Common Voting Registration Questions & Answers

I’'m not sureif I’'mregistered. How can | verify thisinformation?

Y ou can check your voter registration status either by calling your county Board of
Elections (see directory in Section V1) or by performing a“Voter Information
Search” on the Secretary of State's website: www.sos.state.oh.us.

Will | remain aregistered voter even if | don’t vote?

Yes. Under the National Voter Registration Act of 1993, your name cannot be
taken off the list of registered voters just because you have not voted. Y our name
may be placed on the inactive list if you do not respond to an address confirmation
notice. So, if you do receive one of these notices, respond to it! Better yet — get out
& vote!

| havetroublewriting. Can | get help with my registration form?

Yes. Under the Nationa Voter Registration Act, state agencies that provide voter
registration opportunities, including the department of motor vehicles and agencies
that serve people with disabilities, must provide assistance in filling out the voter
registration form if asked.

If I am in a hospital or nursing homeduring thetimewhen | need to register
to vote, what should | do?

Contact the client rights advocate or your social worker (this person also may be

called the client rights officer or patient representative) and ask for aregistration

form or absentee ballot.

[f 1 am in a hospital or nursing home and will be on voting day and am a
registered voter, how do | arrangeto vote?

If you are able to leave the hospital, you can go to the polls yourself. If you
need assistance with transportation to the polls, ask the social work or client
rights advocate staff to arrange transportation. If possible, you should request
transportation assistance before Election Day.

If you cannot |eave the hospital, the client rights advocate should assist you in
contacting the county Board of Elections (see Section VI). Many hospitals will
have pre-arranged to have county elections officials at the hospital to assist
voters with absentee ballots. (Note: If your residenceisin adifferent county
from the hospital, different arrangements will need to be made. It isimportant
that you work closely with staff to make the appropriate arrangements.)



| recently moved but did not update my voter registration record. Dol need
to do anything?

Yes- If you are already registered but have moved within Ohio, you must submit a
new voter registration form or change of address form. These forms can be picked
up at all locations where voter registration forms may be obtained, including your
local public library and high school. Y ou may hand-deliver the completed form to
the Secretary of State, a board of elections, a public high school or vocational
school, apublic library, a county treasurer®@office, or any Deputy Registrar of the
Ohio Bureau of Motor Vehicles. Alternatively, you may mail the completed form
to your county Board of Elections or the Secretary of State's Office.

2/ Change of Residence Deadline—Y ou must complete and submit a
change of residence form at least 29 days before an election to be ableto
vote by regular (rather than aprovisional) ballot. More on provisiona

ballotsin Section I11.

Basic Voting & Polling Place | nfor mation

Once you are registered, the next step isto get out there and vote!

1. Whereto Voteon Election Day

Y ou cast your ballot at the address noted on your registration card unless you vote a
provisional ballot. See Section |11 for more information on Provisiona Ballots. If
you do not know where your polling place is located, contact your county board of
elections. If you have accessto the Internet, you may visit the Secretary of State's
Website, www.sos.state.oh.us, for the location of your polling place.

2. When to Vote on Election Day

In Ohio, polls open on Election Day from 6:30 am. to 7:30 p.m. Y ou must be
allowed to vote aslong asyou are in line by 7:30 p.m. — regardless of how long it
takes until you actually reach and enter the voting booth.



3. Voting Before Election Day
Y ou may cast your vote before Election Day in 1 of 2 ways:

By Mail — Call you Board of Elections to ask for an absentee ballot request
form. Return the completed form to the Board of Elections and they will send
you an Absentee Ballot. Fill it out and return it with the correct postage
immediately. Y ou ballot must be received by Election Day.

At your Board of Elections— Call your Board of Elections, find out their hours,
and fill out their absentee ballot request form. If your registration is OK, you
can vote immediately right there!

4. Voting & HAVA Identification Requirements

| dentification at the Polls

Every voter in Ohio must bring identification to the polls, such as:

(1) A current and valid photo identification displaying name and address (i.e.
Ohio driver’slicense, state ID, government ID);

(2) Military identification that shows the voter’s name and current address; or

(3) A copy of acurrent utility bill, bank statement, government check,
paycheck, or other government document that shows your name and address.

**Note: You cannot use as proof of identification a notice that the board of
elections mailed to you.

J /’ Do not fret if you forgot your required identification on voting day!
Y ou may return later with proper 1D and vote in the regular manner
or you can cast a provisional ballot at the polls. Please note that there
are specific steps that need to be taken when voting by Provisional
Ballot to ensure that your vote is counted, so please review Section 11
for more information.



5. Common Voting and Polling Place Questions & Answers

I"'m at the polls, but my nameisnot on the voter registration list. Now what?
The election official should call the county voter registration office to determine the
status of your registration. If they still cannot find your name, or if your eligibility
to vote is challenged for any reason, you have the right to cast a provisional ballot.

I’'m at the polls, | have my driver’slicense—but it does not reflect my current
address. Can | still vote by regular ballot?

Yes! You cannot be denied aregular ballot simply because the address on your 1D
does not match the address in the poll list or signature poll book. In thisinstance,
the poll worker must accept the photo ID, must record the last four digits of your
driver’slicense (or state ID) number, and allow you to vote by regular ballot.

How do | become familiar with the voting system used in my county?

The voting systems used in Ohio are direct recording electronic (DRE) voting
systems with VVPATS, optical-scans systems and paper-ballot marking systems.
For information about the type of voting machine or system used in your county,
see Section V.

| don’t want to use a voting machine— Can | instead vote by paper ballot?
Y es— aslong as you request a paper ballot before you have begun to cast aballot at
avoting machine,

What should | doif there are equipment problemsat my precinct and | cannot
vote?

If this happens, you should ask to vote by a backup paper ballot or by provisional
ballot. Y ou should also call your county Board of Elections to make them aware of
the situation. See Section V1 for contact information.

Istherealimit to how much timel can spend in the voting booth?

If al voting booths are occupied and there are voters waiting, then you cannot
spend more than five minutes in avoting booth. If nobody iswaiting or there are
other booths available, then you may stay in the booth for aslong as you need.

Will my polling place be accessibleto disabled voter s?
Unless exempted, each polling place must be accessible to persons with disabilities.

:‘Q': Curbside Voting — If you are disabled and reach the polling site only
to find that it is inaccessible, you are entitled to voting assistance from
two polling place officials of major political parties either in your

vehicle or at the door of the polling place.

Oncel’'m insidethe polling place, may | receive assistance with voting?

If you have aphysical or mental disability or areilliterate, you may receive voting
assistance from anyone of your own choice, except from your employer, aunion
officer or a candidate whose name appears on the ballot.

Isthere any specials means of transportation for the disabled to reach the
polls?

Not officially, but you can usually call thelocal or county campaign headquarters of
either political party or of alocal candidate to arrange transportation to the polls.

May | receive assistancein alanguage other than English?

Although your county Board of Electionsis not required to provide atranslator on
Election Day, it may appoint an interpreter to assist non-English speaking voters if
the need is made known.

Provisional Ballots

Section 302 of HAV A requires that citizens who believe that they are registered
votersin ajurisdiction, but whose names are missing from the list of registered
electors, be permitted to cast a provisional ballot and have registration information
later verified.

List of reasons why you may vote by provisional ballot:
Y our name does not appear on the official poll list for an election;
Y ou do not provide the required proof of identity;
Y our name appears on the poll list as having requested an absentee ballot;
Y our name is marked with a notation that mailings have been undeliverable; or
Y our signature does not match the signature on your registration form.

If any of the above scenarios applies to you on Election Day, you are allowed to
cast aprovisional ballot at the polling place after completing and signing a
provisional affirmation statement. This affirmation confirms that you are registered
to vote in that jurisdiction and you are eligible to vote in the election.

If you voted by provisional ballot but did not sign the written
affirmation, you must provide the necessary identification to the
board of electionswithin 10 days after Election Day!!! Otherwise,
your vote will not be counted.

Absentee Ballots

Absentee voting provides away to vote before Election Day without going to the
polls. Any registered voter in Ohio may vote by absentee ballot.

1. Applying for Your Absentee Ballot

Absentee ballots must be applied for in writing. If you are properly registered to
vote, you must submit your written request to your county Board of Elections. To
obtain aform and for more information, visit:

2. Important 2008 Absentee Ballot Deadlines
For the November 4, 2008 General Election

First Day to apply for Absentee Ballot Applications: January 1, 2008
Last Day to Apply for an Absentee Ballot: November 1, 2008 by 12:00 p.m.
Last Day to Return Voted Absentee Ballots: November 4, 2008 by 7:30 p.m.

Deadline Exceptions:

Ballots mailed by out-of-country civilians will be counted if received by the
board up to 20 days after a presidential primary, and 10 days after any other
election, if post-marked or signed by Election Day.

Out-of -country armed service absentee ballots must be signed on or before close
of polls and received by the board no later than 20 days after a presidential
primary, and 10 days after any other election.

3. Common Absentee Ballot Questions & Answers

What if an emergency arises after the application deadline?

The absentee ballot request deadline in the case of medical emergenciesis 3 p.m. on
Election Day. To be digible to vote by absentee ballot under the emergency
provision, you must be confined in a hospital because of amedical emergency. A
close relative may deliver and return your ballot if you so request and state the
relative’' s name and relationship on the application, or representatives of the board
of elections can deliver the ballot.
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One-Stop Voting!

Do you know that you can pick up your absentee ballot and vote on the
same day? It'strue! If you travel to your County Board of Elections

before Election Day to request an absentee ballot and are found eligible
to vote by this method while at the office, you may complete and return

the absentee ballot on the very same day!

May | hand-deliver my absentee ballot to the County Board of Elections?

Yes. You may return your completed ballot to the County Board of Elections either

by mail or by hand as long asyou do so before 7:30 p.m. on Election Day!

The Alliance for Retired Americans is working together with the National
Campaign for Fair Elections and the Election Protection Coalition to ensure that
seniors exercise their right to vote Election Day. In addition to this Voting Guide,
the following Ohio Voters' Bill of Rights will assist you with recognizing and
exercising thisinvaluable right. Y ou'll notice letters and numbers after each of
your listed rights — those codes tell lawyers and poll workers where to find the
actual Ohio statute that protects your right to vote! 1f you fedl your rights have
been violated, please call the Election Protection Coalition lawyer hotline toll free:

OHIO VOTERS BILL OF RIGHTS

1. YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO VOTE if your completed and valid registration
application has been submitted to appropriate officials (or postmarked) by October
6, and your dligibility has been confirmed by the county board of elections. Y ou
are entitled to be notified as to whether your registration application has been
accepted. 42 U.S.C. 1973gg-6(a)(1)-(2); Ohio Rev. Code § 3503.19.

2. YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO VOTE on Election Day, November 4, between
6:30 am. and 7:30 p.m. If you areinline at your correct polling place by 7:30
p.m., you must be allowed to vote. Ohio Rev. Code § 3501.32(A).

3. YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO VOTE before Election Day and you’ re not
required to give areason anymore! Y ou can vote early in person by walking into
your county board of elections office, from September 30 through November 3, and
voting there with an absentee ballot. Y ou may also vote by absentee ballot by
sending awritten request to your county board of elections. Requests for mail-in
absentees must be received at the county boards by noon on November 1, and the
ballots must be returned to the county boards no later than 7:30 p.m. on November
4. Ohio Rev. Code § 3509.01-3509.03.

4. YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO VOTE aregular balot if your nameisin the poll
book, you are in the correct precinct, and you provide ONE acceptable form of
identification from the following list. Ohio Rev. Code §3505.18(A)(1)

A valid Ohio Driver’s License or State of Ohio Photo Identification Card (can
be used even if addressis not current and does not match address in signature
poll book); or,

A Photo ID from the federal government showing your current address; or

A utility bill, bank statement, government check, paycheck, or other government
document that shows your name and current address.

5. YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO VOTE aregular ballot if you moved but your
new address is within the same precinct as your old address. Ohio Rev. Code §
3503.16(B)(1)(a).

6. YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO VOTE aregular ballot using an optical scan

paper form if you do not want to use a voting machine. Ohio Secretary of State
Directive 2008-01 (1/2/08).

7. YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO VOTE aprovisional ballot if your name does not
appear on the poll list, if you are unable to comply with identification requirements,
or if you changed your name and did not update your registration. 42 U.S.C.
15482(a), 15483(b); Ohio Rev. Code §3505.181; Ohio Rev. Code 8§
3503.16(B)(1)(b).

8. YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO VOTE aprovisional ballot if you moved and
your new address is outside your old precinct but within Ohio. When you vote
provisionally, you MUST vote in the correct precinct for your NEW address. 42
U.S.C. 1973gg-6(f); Moves within the same county: Ohio Code § 3503.16(B)(2);
Moves to adifferent county: Ohio Code § 3503.16(C)(3).

9. YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO BE INFORMED as to whether your provisional
ballot was counted by election officials, and if it was not counted, why not. To find
out, you can call the Provisional Ballot Hotline: 866-OHIO-VOTE (866-644-6868).
42 U.S.C. 15482(a); Ohio Rev. Code § 3505.181.

10. YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO VOTE and can take more than five minutesto
do so as long as one other machine is available and no one elseiswaiting in line.
Ohio Rev. Code § 3505.23.

11. YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO RECEIVE ANOTHER BALLOT from election
officialsif you make a mistake and "spoil" your ballot. Y ou may receive upto 3
ballotsin total. Ohio Rev. Code § 3505.23.

12. YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO REQUEST SPECIAL ASSISTANCE inthe
voting booth if you cannot read or write, if English isnot your first language, or if
you are blind or otherwise disabled. Y ou may receive assistance from a person of
your choice other than your employer, an officer of your union, or a candidate
whose name appears on the ballot. Y ou may ask election officials for written or
verbal instructions at any time. 42 U.S.C. 1973aa-6; Ohio Rev. Code § 3505.24.

13.YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO VOTE, even if you are unable to enter the voting
facility dueto adisability. The polling place shall provide you with assistance at
your vehicle or outside the facility. Ohio Code 8§ 3501.29(C).

14.YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO VOTE WITHOUT BEING INTIMIDATED by

any person. 42 U.S.C. 1971(b), 1973i (b), 1973gg-10(1); 18 U.S.C. §8 241, 242,
245, 594; Ohio Rev. Code. §§ 3599.01, .02, .06, .18, .19, .24, .25, .38.
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15.YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO VOTE DURING WORK HOURS. Y our
employer cannot fire you for taking a reasonable amount of time to vote. Your
employer may not intimidate, influence, or prevent you from voting for or against
any person or issue. Ohio Rev. Code. § 3599.06.

16.1f you areinjail, YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO VOTE by absentee ballot,
unlessyou areinjail on afelony conviction. If you are a convicted felon who has
been released from prison, you have the right to vote after reregistering on your
release from prison. Ohio Rev. Code 88 2961.01, 3503.21.

YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO TAKE A COPY OF THIS
OHIO BILL OF RIGHTSINTO THE VOTING BOOTH WITH YOU.

REMEMBER, NEVER ACCEPT A PROVISIONAL BALLOT IF YOU
HAVE THE RIGHT TO A REGULAR BALLOT. AND NEVER, UNDER
ANY CIRCUMSTANCES, ALLOW SOMEONE TO DENY YOU A
PROVISIONAL BALLOT IF YOU NEED TO USE ONE.
