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� � �Nuts &  Bolts of Voter  Registration in Wisconsin  
 
 

Did you know that as many as 50 million citizens in the United States are 
eligible to vote but have not taken the time to register?  Registering to vote 
in Wisconsin is your first step toward having your voice heard by your 
elected officials. 
 

1. Qualifications to Register  to Vote in Wisconsin   
 

To be eligible to vote in Wisconsin, you must be:    
 

 A U.S. citizen;  

 18 years or older on Election Day; 

 A resident of Wisconsin for at least 10 days before the election; 

 Registered to vote or are registering on Election Day. 
 

You are ineligible to vote in Wisconsin if: 
 

 Have already voted in the election;  

 Are still required to report to a probation or parole office 
 because of a felony conviction;  

 Have been ruled incapable of voting by a judge;  

 Have made or become interested, directly or indirectly, in any 
 bet or wager depending on the result of the election.   
 

2. How to Register  to Vote in Wisconsin  
 

There are 3 ways to register to vote in Wisconsin:        

� � Register  in-person:  Visit your municipal clerk’s office until 5:00 p.m. on 
the day before the election.  For the November General Election, that date is 
Monday, November 3, 2008.      

� � Register  by mail:  Complete the Application for Voter Registration Form 
(Form EB-131) and return it via mail to your municipal clerk’s office.  The 
form must be postmarked or received 20 days before the election date.  For 
the November General Election, that date is Wednesday, October 15, 2008.    

� � Register  at the polls on Election Day.  If you miss the voter registration 
deadline, you may register at your polling place on Election Day and then 
vote.    
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Registration Deadlines in a Nutshell 
 

Registering by mail:  October 15, 2008 
 

Registering in-person at clerk’s office:  November 3, 2008 by 5 p.m.  
 

Registering at the poll on Election Day:  November 4, 2008. 
 

3. Wisconsin Voter  Registration ID Requirements  
 

All voter registration applicants must supply either a driver’s license number, 
Wisconsin state ID card number or the last 4 digits of their Social Security 
number on their voter registration form to register to vote.  If you have none 
of these IDs, you will be assigned a voter number. 
 

Wisconsin also requires proof of residence if you:  (a) are a first time voter 
registering by mail; (b) are registering in person after the registration cut off 
date (October 15, 2008); or (c) are registering to vote at the polling site on 
Election Day.   
 

Proof of residence is not required if you register in person before the 
registration cut-off date.   
 

Acceptable Forms of Identification include:  
 

 
A current and valid Wisconsin driver’s license;  
 

 
A current and valid Wisconsin identification card; 

 

 

Any other official identification card or license issued by a Wisconsin 
governmental body or unit;  

 

 

Any identification card issued by an employer in the normal course of 
business and bearing a photo of the card holder, but not including a 
business card; 

 

 

A real estate tax bill or receipt for the current year or the year preceding 
the date of the election; 

 

 

A residential lease which is effective for a period that includes election 
day (NOT for first-time voters registering by mail); 

 

 

A university, college or technical institute fee card (must include 
photo); 
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A university, college or technical institute identification card (must 
include photo); 

 

 

A gas, electric or telephone service statement (utility bill) for the period 
commencing not earlier than 90 days before election day; 

 
A bank statement, paycheck or a check; or 

 
Other document issued by a unit of government. 

 

Please note that the above forms of proof of residence MUST be current (not 
expired) and must include:   
 

1. A current and complete name, including both the given and the family 
name; and  

2. A current and complete residential address, including a numbered street 
address, if any, and the name of a municipality.   

 

If you do not have acceptable proof of residency at the time you seek to 
register in person, you will still be allowed to register if another voter who is 
registered in your district and can show proof of residence signs a statement 
confirming that you are, in fact, a resident. 
 
4. Common Voter  Registration Questions &  Answers 
 

I ’m not sure if I ’m registered.  How can I  ver ify this information?  
Contact your board of elections to verify your registration.  See page 10 for 
contact information.   
 

I  recently moved.  Do I  need to update my voter  registration records?    
Yes, if you move, you must change your voter registration to your new 
address to be able to vote at your new location.  You can make this address 
change at the polls on Election Day or you can call your local elections office 
and tell them your new address before the election.  You must bring 
identification with your full name and new address to the polls on Election 
Day.  
 

I  have trouble wr iting.  Can I  get help with my registration form?   
Yes.  Under the National Voter Registration Act, state agencies that provide 
voter registration opportunities, including the department of motor vehicles, 
must provide assistance in filling out the voter registration form if asked. 
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� � � � Wisconsin Voting &  Polling Place Information 
 
 

 

 
 Once you are registered, the next step is to 
get out there and vote!  

 
 

1. Where to Vote on Election Day  
 

You can find your polling place online at:  http://vpa.wi.gov/ or you may call 
your local election’s office for the location of your polling place.  See page 
10 for contact information.   
 

2. When to Vote on Election Day   
 

In Wisconsin, polls open for the General Election, November 4, 2008, from 
7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.  You must be allowed to vote as long as you are in line 
by 8:00 p.m. – regardless of how long it takes until you actually reach and 
enter the voting booth.   
 

3. Common Voting and Polling Place Questions &  Answers  
 

Will my polling place be accessible to disabled voters?   
Yes, it should be.  The Help America Vote Act (HAVA) requires that every 
polling place in the State of Wisconsin must meet Americans with 
Disabilities Act (ADA) accessibility standards on Election Day.  If you find 
or you have reason to believe that your polling place is not accessible, please 
contact your local elections office immediately.   
 

Will my polling place be equipped with accessible voting equipment? 
Yes.  HAVA requires states to provide at least one voting machine per 
polling place that is accessible by individuals with disabilities.   
 

Can I  call ahead to let election officials know that I  might need special 
accommodations?   
Yes.  An individual with a disability may notify a county clerk that he or she 
intends to vote at a polling place on Election Day and may request a specific 
type of accommodation that will facilitate his or her voting.  The clerk will 
try (within reason) to make these voting accommodations whenever feasible. 
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Once I ’m inside the polling place, may I  receive assistance with voting?  
Yes, you can have help casting your ballot if you have problems reading or 
writing, have difficulty with the English language or have a disability that 
prevents you from being able to mark the ballot or operate the voting 
machine.  Anyone you choose can help you, except your employer, an agent 
of your employer, or an officer or agent of your labor union.  The person who 
assists you must give his or her name and address to the poll workers and 
must sign the back of your ballot. 
 
 

 

 

Curbside Voting  
 

If you are disabled and reach the polling site only to find that it is 
inaccessible, you may receive a ballot at the entrance to the polling place.  
Two poll workers will bring a ballot to your vehicle.  If you need help 
making your ballot, you may seek help from an election inspector or from 
any other person you choose except your employer, an agent of your 
employer, or an agent of your labor union.  The person who assists you must 
give his or her name and address to the poll workers and must sign the back 
of your ballot. 
 

Are there any specials means of transpor tation for  the disabled to reach 
the polls?��������
Not officially, but you can usually call the local or county campaign 
headquarters of either political party to arrange transportation to the polls.

What if there are equipment problems at my precinct and I  cannot vote? 
If this happens, you should ask to vote by a backup paper ballot or by 
provisional ballot.  You should also call your local election’s office to make 
it aware of the situation.

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� � � � �Voting &  HAVA Identification Requirements  
 

 

 
Identification at the Polls 

 

 

ID at the polls is required of first-time voters who registers by mail and do 
not provide ID with their registration applications.  Photo and non-photo ID 
are accepted, including:   
 

� � A current and valid operator’s license or identification card issued by the 
Department of Transportation;  

 

� � An official identification card or license issued by a Wisconsin 
governmental body or unit; 

 

� � An official identification card or license issued by an employer that 
includes a photograph of the cardholder or license holder, excluding a 
business card; 

 

� � A property tax bill or receipt for the current or preceding year; 
 

� � A current utility bill, bank statement, pay check, or government check or 
document; 

 

� � A college identification card that includes a photograph of the cardholder. 
This may be used as an identifying document even if it does not contain 
the cardholder’s address, if the educational institution provides a certified 
student list for use at the polling place. 

 

At this time, proof of residence is all that is required to register at the polling 
place on Election Day.  For a list of acceptable forms of proof, please see 
page 2.   
 

1. Common Voting ID Questions &  Answers 
 

My ID has expired.  Can I  still use it?   
No.  If your ID has expired, it is no longer valid. 
 

I f I  have none of the acceptable forms of ID can I  still vote?  
If you cannot supply acceptable proof of residence, your registration form 
can be substantiated and signed by one other voter who resides in your 
municipality, corroborating your residency information. 
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� � � � How to Vote Before Election Day 
 

In Wisconsin, any eligible voter may vote early in person or by mail by using 
an “absentee”  ballot.  An absentee ballot is the printed ballot marked by an 
absent voter, sealed in a special envelope, and given or mailed to the county 
clerk.  The clerk ensures that each absentee ballot that is returned in a timely 
manner gets to the right polling place on Election Day.  Voting by absentee 
ballot taken only minutes to do & certainly beats waiting in line at the polls 
or not voting because you are out of town or homebound on Election Day!�� 
 

1. Voting by Absentee Ballot  
 

Any registered Wisconsin voter may vote by absentee ballot!  Here' s how:  
 

Step 1 – Make Sure You' re Registered to Vote:  Verify your registration 
status by calling your local elections office.  If you are registered, proceed to 
Step 2!  If you are not registered but want to vote by absentee ballot in the 
General Election, you have 2 options:  (1) register by mail by October 15th; or 
(2) register in person at your local elections office up to 5:00 p.m. on 
November 3, 2008.  After you are registered you can move to Step 2.     
 

Step 2 - Request Your  Absentee Ballot:   
 

In Writing:  Write to your clerk to request a ballot by mail before October 
30th, 2008.  Include your name, signature, your current address, your request 
for an absentee ballot and the address you want the ballot sent to.   
 

In Person:  This can be done up until 5:00 PM on November 3, 2008.  If you 
apply for an absentee ballot in your county clerk' s office, you must vote 
immediately, seal your ballot in the proper envelope, and return it to a 
member of the clerk' s staff.  No ballots may be taken from the clerk' s office. 
  
Online:  visit 
http://elections.state.wi.us/docview.asp?docid=13379&locid=47 to fill out 
and return the form online.   
 
Step 3 - Fill Out &  Return Your  Absentee Ballot:  Once you have filled it 
your ballot, place your ballot in the certification envelope provided to you 
with your ballot.  Both you and a witness who is a US citizen and over 18 
years old must sign the certification envelope.  The clerk must receive your 
completed ballot no later than November 4, 2008, so that it can be delivered 
to the polling location by 8 PM.

2. Common Absentee Ballot Questions &  Answers 
 

I f I  prefer  to vote by absentee ballot, can I  set it up so that I  can always 
vote absentee?   
Yes ± if you cannot get to the polls because of severe and continued physical 
illness, disability or infirmities of aging, you can request to be mailed an 
automatic absentee ballot by signing a statement that requests an automatic 
absentee ballot due to one or more of these conditions.  The clerk keeps a list 
of indefinitely confined voters and automatically sends or arranges for 
delivery of an absentee ballot to the voter at each election.  If you do not vote 
using this option, you must renew the automatic absentee ballot application 
within 30 days of notification from the clerk.  Otherwise, your name will be 
removed from the voting list or list of indefinitely confined voters. 
 

May I  vote by absentee ballot if I  am in a hospital on Election Day?  
Yes ± if you are in the hospital, you may choose someone to pick up an 
absentee ballot from your polling place before 5:00 p.m. on Election Day.  
You must complete an absentee ballot application unless you are too 
disabled.  The person who picks up the absentee ballot for your must bring 
the application, know you, live in the same city or town, show identification, 
and not be a candidate.   
 
� � � How to Vote I f You L ive in a Nursing Home 
 
If you are in a nursing home, retirement home or a community-based 
residential facility and will be unable to travel to the polls on Election Day 
but still want to vote, be sure to make a written request for an absentee ballot 
to your county clerk or board of elections commissioner for each election.  
Special voting deputies will deliver absentee ballots to nursing homes for all 
residents who request them sometime between the 4th Monday before the 
election until 5:00 P.M. on the Monday before the election.  Relatives of the 
residents may be present during the voting.  The deputies will witness the 
completed ballots and return them to the clerk.

“Special voting deputies”  are representatives of the two major 
political parties and each take a special oath of office prior to 
serving in this role.  No employee of the nursing home or member 
of the immediate family of a prospective absentee ballot voter may 
serve as a special voting deputy.   

 

� � � � Provisional Ballots 
 

A provisional ballot is a ballot that is marked by a voter but is not counted at 
the time it is cast. 
 

A provisional ballot will not be counted unless the voter provides poll 
workers with the required information before the polling place closes at 8:00 
pm on Election Night or provides the required information to the clerk by 
4:00 pm of the day following the election.  There are two circumstances in 
which a voter is entitled to receive a provisional ballot:  
 

1) A qualified voter who has a current and valid Wisconsin driver' s 
license registers to vote at a polling place on election day, but who does not 
know the number and did not bring it to the polling place;   
 

2) A first-time Wisconsin voter who registers by mail but does not 
provide an identifying document establishing proof of residence at the time 
he or she submits the registration form and is unable to provide the required 
proof of residence at the polling place.  
 

Provisional ballots are NOT given when a voter is at the wrong polling place. 
If a voter appears at the wrong polling place, he or she will be directed to the 
proper location.

The Alliance for Retired Americans is working together with the Election 
Protection Coalition to ensure that seniors exercise their right to vote Election 
Day.  In addition to this Voter Guide, the following Wisconsin Voters'  Bill of 
Rights will assist you with recognizing and exercising this invaluable right.  
You' ll notice letters and numbers after each of your listed rights - those codes 
tell lawyers and poll workers where to find the actual Wisconsin statute that 
protects your right to vote!

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Wisconsin Voters Bill of Rights 
 
1. You have the right to vote by absentee ballot if you are already 
qualified and registered to vote in Wisconsin, or if you are in the Military or 
overseas on Election Day.  [Wis. Stat. Ann. § 6.20]. 
 

2. You have the right to vote if you are in line when the polls close at 8 
p.m., or at any other time between 7 a.m. and 8 p.m. (In smaller cities, the 
polls are open from 9 a.m. to 8 p.m.)  [§§ 6.78 and 62.05]. 
 

3. If you have not registered to vote, or if you did register but your name 
is not on the registration list, you have the right to vote at that polling place if 
you are at the correct location after (i) signing a registration form and (ii) 
providing written proof of your residence or having another voter confirm 
your residence.  [§§ 6.29(2)(a), 6.54, 6.55((2)(a)-(c), 6.55(3), and 6.55(7)]. 
�

4. If you cannot read, have trouble understanding English, or are disabled, 
you have the right to request special assistance from anyone other than your 
employer, an agent of your employer, or an officer or agent of your union.  [§ 
6.82]. 
 

5. You have the right to request a paper ballot if you cannot use the voting 
machine due to your disability.  [§ 6.82(3)]. 
 

6. All polling places should be accessible to the elderly and disabled 
voters-if your polling place is not accessible, you may be reassigned to a 
polling place that is accessible.  [§§ 5.25(4)(a) and 5.25(5)(b)]. 
 

7. If you live in a municipality that requires voter registration, you have 
the right to register and vote on Election Day.  [§§ 6.54, 6.55(2)(a)-(c), 
6.55(3) and 6.55(7)]. 
 

8. If you are told you are at the wrong polling place, you should ask for 
the address of the correct site.  Most polling places have a street index that 
links addresses to polling places.  
 

9. If you moved after the registration deadline, but at least 10 days before 
the election, you must bring identification and proof of your new address to 
your new polling location.  You have the right to vote in your new ward or 
municipality as long as you complete a special registration form.  [§§ 6.02(2), 
6.10(3), 6.40(1) and 6.55(2)]. 
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10. If you moved within 10 days of the election, you have the right to vote 
in your old ward or municipality.  [§§ 6.02(2) and 6.10(3)]. 
 

11. If you make a mistake or "spoil" your paper ballot and you have not 
cast the ballot, you have the right to receive up to three replacement ballots.  
[§ 6.80(2)(c)]. 
 

12. If you have been convicted of a crime other than a felony, treason or 
bribery, you have the right to vote unconditionally.  If you have been 
convicted of a felony, treason or bribery but have served your complete 
sentence (including probation or parole), you also have the right to vote.  [§§ 
6.03(1)(b) and 304.078]. 
 

13. You have the right to take time from work to vote, but no more than 
three successive hours, as long as you give notice to your employer before 
Election Day.  Your employer may set the time of day.  [§ 6.76]. 
 

14. You have the right to spend at least one minute in the voting booth - 
and you may be entitled to more time, depending on the number of people 
waiting to vote.  [§ 6.80(3)(a)]. 
 

15. You have the right to bring your child or children who are under 18 
into the voting booth with you.  [§ 6.80(1)]. 
 

16. You have the right to bring a sample ballot into the voting booth with 
you.  [§ 6.80(2)(a)]. 
 

17. No one is allowed to try to influence your vote within 100 feet of the 
polling place.  [§§ 12.03 and 6.82(4)].
